Over 
the years, he has been involved in a variety of public service roles, focusing on 
education, welfare, health care and community development policy. He has served as 
chairman of Committee on Home-School Co-operation, member of Board of 
Education, member of Commission on Strategic Development, member of Committee 
on the Promotion of Civic Education, member of Commission for Poverty, member of 
Council for the AIDS Trust Fund, member of Council for Sustainable Development 
and part-time member of Central Policy Unit. Currently he is a member of Radio 
Television Hong Kong (RTHK) Programme Advisory Panel, Chief Executive of Hong 
Kong Family Education Institute and chairman of Committee on Youth Smoking 
Prevention.
