Chan Sui Kau Hall (Hall 5) SEAL 

(Scholarships for Excellence and Amiable Living)

Regulations


Chan Sui Kau Hall is committed to the pursuit of residents’ all round development and excellence while providing an amiable living environment. Disciplined enjoyment and fun is the hall mark of Chan Sui Kau Hall. The Chan Sui Kau Hall SEAL (Scholarships for Excellence and Amiable Living) aims to encourage personal development in residents to excel in an all round development and to contribute to the development of the Hall, and to foster an amiable Hall life by reaching out to Hall mates. The following regulations shall apply as of 2011/2012:

1. The total number of scholarships granted shall be FOUR to SIX each year when the award is given. The maximum amount for each scholarship shall not exceed the amount of hall fees payable for one semester for a double-room occupancy in the year of award.

2. Payment shall be made to the scholarship recipients by offsetting their hall fees for either Semester A or Semester B, whichever is appropriate, in the year of award. If the scholarship recipient is not required to pay hall fee in the following academic year, the hall-fee grant shall be automatically withdrawn.

3. The Scholarships shall be awarded to Chan Sui Kau Hall residents who have achieved outstanding academic results and demonstrated outstanding contribution to Chan Sui Kau Hall.  

4. Eligible applicants shall be residents: 
i. who have been residing at Chan Sui Kau Hall for no less than two semesters, excluding summer term, and 
ii. shall continue to reside in Chan Sui Kau Hall in one of the semesters in the following academic year, and
iii. not a final year student at the time of application
5. The selection criteria for the award of SEAL are as follows:

i. Students who outreach to residents from other cultures to foster an amiable living in Chan Sui Kau Hall [which can be demonstrated by several facets of Hall life, including (a) developing/ organizing/ participating/ leading etc. in Hall activities involving residents from different cultures, (b) helping residents to learn more about one’s own culture, and (c) sharing rooms with students from other cultures, etc.]

ii.
Outstanding personal achievements/qualities including:

a) Contribution to the Hall /and Floor (e.g. active participation in Residents’ Association, Intra/Inter-hall Sports Activities, and all other Hall activities, as Floor Representatives, Mentors, Hall Sports Team members) 

b) Development of a supportive living and learning environment (e.g. creating and facilitating a positive social and learning atmosphere, and providing support and assistance to other residents)

iii.
Good improvement in academic results over the year of award (with GPA > 3.0 in Semester A 2011/12 and/or significant improvement in GPA scores in Semester A).
6. All successful awardees are expected to play an active role in organizing academically related activities in the following academic year.
7. Should the scholarship recipient fail to meet the requirements as stated in the Regulations of Hall Scholarships or violate the Code of Student Conduct / Regulations at the Student Residence, the scholarship selection panel reserves the right to withdraw any unpaid hall fee grant to the recipient. 

Remarks: 
1. The scholarship scheme is not applicable to residents whose hall fees have already been covered by any other scholarship / award scheme.　
2. With the objective to nurture students and to promote a caring culture, the Community Relations Committee of the University Council has recommended that each award recipient is expected to make an annual donation of no less than HK$200 to the City University of Hong Kong for student support via the CityU Alumni Giving Club when they are in employment after graduation.  This condition has been incorporated into all scholarship/prize/award/bursary schemes as of February 2008.
Time Schedule for CWFS and SEAL 2011-2012
1. All interested applicants should complete an application form by the specified deadline and drop it into the ‘2011/12 CSKH Scholarships Applications Collection Box’ located near the Security Counter in G/F, CSK Hall. 

2. Shortlisted candidates may be requested to attend an interview with a selection panel on a date to be announced later, possibly during March – May each year. The selection panel will comprise the Residence Master of Chan Sui Kau Hall, Director of SRO or her designate, and a member of the academic staff of the University.  Results will be announced by May each year.  The scholarships will be presented in the CSKH Anniversary High Table Dinner.

3. Payment shall be arranged for the scholarship recipients by offsetting the recipients’ hall fee as required for Semester A, 2012/2013.
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Chan Sui Kau Hall (Hall 5) Chan Wing Fui Scholarships

Regulations

To recognize those residents of Chan Sui Kau Hall with good academic performance and conduct, and to strengthen residents’ sense of belonging to the Hall, a scholarship scheme named as “Chan Wing Fui Scholarships” has been established in the University.  The following regulations shall apply as of 2011/2012:

1. The Scholarships shall be known as the “Chan Wing Fui Scholarships” (陳永奎獎學金).
2. There shall be FOUR to EIGHT awards to be given in each academic year to undergraduate residents of Chan Sui Kau Hall. 

3. Applicants for the Scholarships shall meet the following requirements:

a. Residents at Chan Sui Kau Hall for not less than one semester (excluding summer term ) at the time of application; and

b. Have achieved good academic performance; and 

c. With genuine financial need*, and  

d. Possess one of the following qualities and experience:

· A track record in leadership ability

· Contribution to the Hall/and Floor

· Active in community service

· Organized / developed / participated in cross-cultural activities in the Hall to promote multi-cultural awareness to residents
e. Not a final year student at the time of application
4. The value of each scholarship shall be a maximum of HK$20,000 comprising:

(i) a hall fee payable for one semester for a double-room occupancy during the year of award with the aim of encouraging recipients to continue to serve in the Hall in the following academic year; and 

(ii) a cash award of HK$5,000 / $10,000 to be paid in the current academic year. 

However, if the scholarship recipient is not required to pay hall fee in the following academic year, the hall fee grant shall be automatically withdrawn.
5. The Scholarship Scheme shall be publicized to hall residents normally in September each year when Semester A commences. The selection exercise will be arranged in March each year. The scholarship selection panel comprises the Residence Master, Director of Student Residence Office or her designate, and a member of the university teaching or administrative staff. 

6. The scholarship recipients shall be required to attend the University Scholarship and Prize Presentation Ceremony to be held in March each year and the Hall’s anniversary ceremony and are expected to play an active role in organizing academically related activities in the following academic year.

7. Scholarship recipients shall be required to submit an essay, in around 500 words in English, on the theme of “My days in Chan Sui Kau Hall, 2011”.
8. Should a scholarship recipient fail to comply with the regulations (7), or violate the Code of Student Conduct / Regulations at Student Residence, any unpaid hall fee grant may be withdrawn at the discretion of the Scholarship Selection Panel. 

Remarks: 
*Applicants should have successfully applied for financial assistance from the Local Student Finance Scheme in the same academic year. Otherwise, adequate documentary proof of their financial status should be provided, e.g. parents’ bank account statements, parents’ income proof, applicants’ bank account statements, etc.
