Similarly the course leader will announce whether the examination will 
be closed book or open book. 
 
To enable the full benefit to be obtained from this course, students should attend all of the 
classes and activities. 
 
Assessment will be formative to enable students to demonstrate their capacity to understand, 
analyse and apply rules and principles and summative to assess ability to synthesise primary and 
secondary material to solve novel problems.
