Topics
may also be provided, supporting staff interests or
related to the needs of a ‘client’ associated with a
member of staff. Each student will be required
to submit a project proposal for approval by the
project supervisor.
The topic area of the project will be chosen so
that the aims of the project can be achieved.
Criteria for choice include: compatibility with the
contents of the programme, compatibility with the
interests of a supervisor, availability of necessary
specialised resources, local interest and
significance.
