1. Abstract

This course aims to equip English language teachers with the theoretical background and practical
skills needed to use drama techniques in the classroom. The course is run as part seminar and part
workshop, with participants working in pairs or groups to choose texts and devise activities for
their own students, while learning about drama as a literary genre and pedagogical tool. Students
also have a chance to develop their own creative approaches to drama-based instruction through
in-class writing and speaking activities.
