Guidelines for Applicants (2023)

1. The Fund's Aims and Financial Support
The aim of the Visiting Fellowships at the State Key Laboratory of Marine Pollution (SKLMP) of City University of Hong Kong (CityU) is to bring together research scholars (from postdoctoral fellows to senior professors) from Mainland China and overseas to conduct collaborative and multidisciplinary research in Hong Kong for 1-6 months.  

2. Eligibility of the Applicant
The applicant must have a PhD degree, and his/her research proposal must include a CityU member of SKLMP as a collaborative partner.

3. Fellowship types and support amounts

All successful Fellows will receive an honorarium to support their visit according to the type of the fellowship (Table 1).  For a successful Distinguished/Senior Visiting Fellow who stays for 6 months, a research grant up to HK$200,000 may be provided dependent on the funding availability.
