The total length of manuscripts (including the footnotes) should not
exceed 8,000 words. Articles should generally be between 5,000 and
8,000 words and notes/comments between 3,000 and 5,000 words.

Longer submissions may, however, be accepted in appropriate cases.

The main text of the paper should be double-spaced.

Quotations over 50 words should be indented. Single quotation marks
should be used; double quotation marks should be used only for quotes

within a quotation.

Footnotes (rather than endnotes) should be used. The footnotes should
be in conformity with Oxford University Standard for Citation of Legal
Authorities 2012.
