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Vulnerability is a multifaceted concept which, in private law, 
includes issues that arise whenever there are interactions 
between parties of differing sophistication and different 
bargaining power. It also includes the ability to deal with exposure 
to new or increased financial, environmental or public health risks. 
New vulnerabilities are exposed whenever there are changes to 
the environment, whether there are changes in our natural world 
or advances in technology, that impact the way we live and 
interact. Vulnerability at the broader environmental level dovetails 
with the call for sustainable practices.
