Regulations on the Use of Carpark and Private Road at the Student Residence (Phase I)

1.
Parking permits may be issued, upon application, to all full time staff residing in duty quarters of the Student Residence. Each household may apply for one parking permit only. 

2.

Parking permits will not be issued to anyone not possessing a valid driving licence. Proof of ownership and authorization of the use of the vehicle is required in support of a permit application.

3.
Users are required to renew their parking permits on an annual basis.

4.
Parking permit shall be prominently displayed on the windscreen of the vehicle..

5.

Visitors may be allowed to park their vehicles in the carpark subject to the availability of parking spaces from 08:00 to 23:00 hours daily and required to register at the entrance gate.

6.
Vehicles should be parked in designated parking spaces. Vehicles left in unauthorized parking or in spaces other than designated car parking spaces will be clamped without notice, and released only after payment of a fine in the amount as prescribed by the Laws of Hong Kong together with the respective parking fee.

7.
The owner and/or driver of any vehicle parked in the car park shall comply with and obey all direction signs and regulations given by the University. 

8.
The owner and/or driver of any vehicle parked in the car park shall be responsible for any damage to the structure of and/or fixtures or equipment situated in the car park and in the event of such damage or destruction shall pay to the University on demand the cost of repairing or replacing the same as certified by the University.

9.
The University shall not be liable for any loss or damage to any vehicle or any of its accessories or contents at any time whilst such vehicle is parked or situated in the car park or otherwise in the University’s custody, or control, or whilst it is being moved to and from the car park including, without limitation, whilst such motor vehicle is impounded by the University.

10.
The University shall not recognise any liability for death or any injury to any person or property of any third party caused by the negligence or by the deliberate act or omission of the University, or any other person appointed by the University, or by any equipment used or employed by the university in the provision of the car park, or by the condition of the structure, roads, fixtures, fittings, equipment or appliances attached to the car park, or by any other third party, vehicle, act or thing. The owner and/or driver of any vehicle parked in the car park shall be solely liable for, and shall hold the University absolutely free and harmless from, any such liability.

11.
The University may retain or move any vehicle left at or in the car park in an unauthorized space or obstructing other owners and/or drivers of vehicles in the car park. Any vehicle may also be moved or driven by the University to such a place as the University deems fit during the period of retention. Such vehicles shall only be released on payment of a fine in the amount as prescribed by the Laws of Hong Kong.

12.
The University may retain or move any abandoned vehicle and dispose of it without prejudice one week after abandonment, and recover the costs of disposal from the owner. A vehicle will be deemed to be abandoned if it is parked in the car park without authority; the road licence is out of date; the vehicle’s owner has left the University’s employment. 
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
